Patricia Kluge and William J. Moses have been recognized for their generosity to
Piedmont Virginia Community College.

Kluge and Moses were among benefactors from Virginia s 23 community colleges who
recently received leadership in philanthropy awards from Virginia Community College
System Chancellor Glenn DuBois.

Patricia Kluge, founder, owner and chairwoman of Kluge Estate Winery and Vineyard,
and William J. Moses, its CEO, were nominated for the award by the PVCC Educational
Foundation.

The foundation cited the couple s role in the establishing of the viticulture and enology
program at PVCC, the rst of its kind in Virginia, as well as their generous $1.2 million
gift to support science and health programs and laboratories. In recognition of that
gift, the largest in the history of the college, the new science building at the college
will bear their names. In addition, Moses serves as a member of the PVCC Educational
Foundation Board of Directors.

Speaking at the awards ceremony, former Governor Gerald Baliles saluted the
philanthropists for their matchless passion for the mission of community college and
their outstanding service in education on behalf of all Virginians.

This is the second year for the awards. Last year s nominees from PVCC were J. A. Kessler
Il and Barbara Bledsoe Kessler, co-chairs of the largest and most successful fundraising
campaign in the history of PVCC.

A Record Crop of Nurses

PVCC s nursing program set a record this spring with a
graduating class of 81, a 42 percent increase over the previous
class.
